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These are spelling patterns that we would have been focusing on in school. Practise them at home, using different methods we have used in school such as rainbow letters, drawing pictures that represent the word, pyramid writing, quick write and look/cover/write/check. Spelling Frame is a good website to use to help practise the spelling rules taught in Year 3 and 4. You will find games and activities linked to each spelling rule here:

You may want to do a spelling quiz on them each Friday like we do when we are in school. Make sure you can explain what each word means.
IMPORTANT NOTE: If you choose amber challenge, you need to learn the red words in the list as well, and if you choose green challenge, you need to learn ALL of the words in the spelling list, not just the green ones!
